In the afternoon, head out for another safari exploring Amboseli’s swamps and woodlands where
hippos, buffalo, and diverse birdlife gather.

As the sun sets, enjoy a classic safari sundowner, raising a glass as the sky turns golden beneath
Kilimanjaro.

Return to camp for dinner under the African stars.

Day 3 — Amboseli to Lake Naivasha

overhead.

The tranquil waters and abundant birdlife make Lake Naivasha one of Kenya’s most peaceful
safari destinations.

This predator-free sanctuary allows guests to walk among giraffes, zebras, wildebeest, and
gazelles — a rare and unforgettable experience.

* Enjoy spa treatments at the lodge
